Merit Badge Requirements

6) Do at least TWO of the following:

Explain what you would do if your dog
showed any of these symptoms.
C) Describe the proper treatment for sore ear, sore eye, fits, removing something swallowed by a dog, removing something
stuck in its throat.
D) Explain first aid for dog bite. List the thins as needed in every dog owner's first aid kit.

7) Explain precautions to take in handling a hurt dog. Show how to put on an emergency safety muzzle. Explain how to treat wounds.
Show how to put on a simple dressing and bandage to the foot, body, or head. Explain what to do if adog is hit by acar.
