B) Outline the development of music in the United States. Show that you know the lives and works of five better-known
American composers and musical artists.
C) Serve for six months as a member of a school, church, Scout unit, or other local musical organization, or perform as a
soloist in public six times.

4) Do ONE of the following:
A) Teach three songs to a group of people. Lead them in singing the songs, using proper hand motions.
B) Compose and write the score for a piece of music twelve measures or more.
C) Make a primitive instrument and learn to play it.
D) Catalog your own or your family's collection of twelve or more compact discs, tapes or records. Show how to handle and
store them.
